WAYBILLS IN FOCUS
PRIMARIES general manager Trevor Pedler
has urged livestock producers to take care to
ensure that their waybills for livestock in transit
are accurate.

With the high values for livestock at present,
it is essential that the producer and the livestock
transporter agree to a number of animals
loaded, and that the agreed number is recorded
on a waybill.

Each animal is then the responsibility of the
carrier until it is received  by the agent and/or
purchaser. Animals delivered to unattended
yards also remain the   responsibility  of the
transport operator until they reach the custody
of the agent/purchaser.

The number of  waybill discrepancies has
been increasing and at current price levels
the loss of even a few cattle or sheep can
amount to a significant loss,î Trevor said.

Producers also needed to be aware that
Transit Insurance  covered injury or death  but
did not cover missing animals unless criminal
activity could be established.
